Salvation

The most wonderful thing in all
the world is that God has made
a way so that everyone can be
saved! John 3:16 says, “For God
so loved the world, that he gave
his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him
should not perish, but have
everlasting life.” God sent his
Son Jesus to live on Earth as a
perfect man and to die the death
of a sinful man. Then, three

days after he died, God raised
him from the dead. Because of
this, any person can be forgiven
of their sins and receive the
promise of eternal life, which
is God’s reward for being
perfect! All you must do to
receive this promise of eternal
life is to believe in your heart
who Jesus is and that he died for
you; and you must ask Jesus to
save you and to become the Lord
of your life. Asking Jesus to
save you is the most important
thing you can ever do.



Christian Life

When a person becomes a
Christian, Jesus said that
person is “born again” (John
3:7). They are starting life over,
clean and fresh. "If any man be
in Christ, he is a new creature:
old things are passed away;
behold, all things are become
new" (ll-Corinthians 5:17).
From that point, Jesus’s
instruction is to “seek ye first
the kingdom of God, and his
righteousness” (Matthew 6:33).
